They were harassed by the police. 

22 They thought it was impossible for an openly gay candidate to get elected, 
because non had before. 

23 He knew that having an openly gay leader at City Hall would give people the 
courage to be proud of who they were. 

27 The gay people of San Fransisco were now legally protected from being harassed 
at their work place and losing their jobs and homes.

31 On a gray November morning, Dan White crawled through a basement window at 
the back of City Hall with a loaded gun.  
Dan White entered the mayor's office and, after a brief argument took place, he 
shot Mayor George Moscone. Reloading his gun, he hurried down the hall to 
Harvey Milk's office. Five shots rang out. 
Both Mayor Moscone and Harvey Milk were killed.
