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4 …They wanted to outlaw education for girls. They also tried to force women to wear 
garments called burqas to cover their entire bodies and faces. 

5 One ordered Ziauddin to close his school because girls and boys used the same entrance. 

7 "…GIRLS WHO ATTEND SCHOOL BRING SHAME TO THEIR FAMILIES!" 

9 Members of the Taliban began patrolling the streets with machine guns. They beat people 
who broke curfew.  

11 If caught, the students and their teacher would have been publicly beaten or executed. 

12 Gunfire and screams filled the air. 

15 Taliban leaders began to threaten her on the Internet. 

17 The man pointed a gun at Malala. 

18 Three shots shattered the silence. 

19 As she lay unconscious, the Taliban announced the girl would "not be spared," and she 
would be targeted again if she survived.
